Purpose 

“To be effective, feedback should cause thinking to take place.”
Shirley Clarke
At Charmouth Primary School marking and feedback is fundamental to ensuring that children: know what they are learning; recognise what they can do and understand; identify their next steps for learning, and know how to achieve this.

We value the importance of an ongoing learning dialogue from teacher to child, child to teacher and child to child.  We recognise the profound influence assessment for learning has on the motivation and self-esteem of children, both of which are crucial to learning.
Aims of Marking and Feedback 

In providing children with verbal and written feedback, we aim to: 

· Acknowledge and value children’s successes and strengths, and show how these can be developed further; 
· identify weaknesses and misconceptions, and show how these can be addressed;
· provide regular opportunities for children to reflect upon and improve their work;
· adapt teaching to take account of the needs of all learners;
We will achieve this by: 

· sharing clear learning intentions and success criteria so that children know what is expected as an outcome of their learning;

· actively involve children in determining the success criteria for their learning; 

· actively involve children in self- and peer-assessment;
· provide regular, positive and constructive verbal and written feedback, matched to the learning intention;

· provide next steps, indicating how learning can be improved.
Improving Learning through Marking and Feedback 

· The Learning Intention is shared with the children in all subjects.

· In English and Maths lessons, children have the LI and SC in their books.

· Teachers and Teaching Assistants mark in green pen.  Teaching Assistants to initial when marking.

· All work should be marked but the way in which the work is marked will depend on the guidance and support children will have received in the lesson.

· Marking MUST relate to the learning intention and success criteria so that children’s learning can move forward.
· Marking MUST reflect high expectations of children using grammar, punctuation and spelling accurately, which is appropriate to each year group.
· A verbal feedback stamp or VF may be used to show that teachers or teaching assistants have responded to children at the point of learning.

· Praise and encouragement is given through verbal feedback but may also be included in written feedback.

· Children respond to marking and feedback and reflect on their learning in purple pen.

· Children, teachers and teaching assistants identify where the learning has met the success criteria.

· Children are given regular opportunities to self-assess, peer-assess by working co-operatively with a partner, and respond to next step feedback.

· Questions, tasks and key vocabulary are provided to support children’s reflective thinking when self-assessing or peer-assessing.

· A “portion” of written work may be marked in depth rather than the complete piece, e.g. a paragraph for English, Big Write, Topic. Some pieces of work may need to be marked in their entirety e.g. a hot task. 

· Self-marking or peer-marking alongside the teacher may be used to provide instant feedback and opportunity for reflection and improvement.

· In Maths, a range of marking techniques may be used e.g. marking one or two questions and asking why is this/are these incorrect?  or, where have you made a mistake?  2/3 of these are incorrect.  Can you spot them and correct them? What if…?

· Some learning may be consolidated in a GG session the following lesson.  This can be recorded in the child’s book.
